Title of the Practice:North Maharashtra level Grand Elocution Competition on Regional 

Development Issues 

Objectives of the Practice: 

 To bring attention to and discuss the challenges in agriculture, education, and 

development faced by North Maharashtra. 

 To provide a platform for participants to express their views and opinions on regional 

problems like agriculture, education, and development. 

 To foster a culture of public speaking and critical thinking by encouraging rhetoric lovers 

and scholars to present their thoughts on a shared platform. 

 To help participants overcome stage fright and develop confidence in public speaking. 

The Context: 

North Maharashtra, comprising the districts of Nandurbar, Dhule, and Jalgaon, faces 

numerous challenges related to agriculture, development, and education. These issues require the 

attention of elected representatives and stakeholders to ensure sustainable development. To voice 

these concerns effectively, a grand elocution competition was organized. The competition aimed 

to highlight the problems and bring them to the attention of influential leaders such as Abhijit 

Dada Patil. It was held at the North Maharashtra level, creating an opportunity for participants 

from the region to share their ideas and perspectives. 

The Practice: 

In honor of respected youth leader Dadasaheb Abhijit Patil’s birthday on October 1st, our college 

celebrated with the second annual "Grand Elocution Competition." Due to the success of the first 



 

competition, this year’s event was expanded to a broader audience across North Maharashtra, 

with students from the districts of Nandurbar, Dhule, and Jalgaon participating. 

The competition was conducted in two phases: online and offline. Students initially submitted 

videos of their speeches online, from which eight contestants were shortlisted for the final offline 

competition. The themes for this year’s competition were: 

1. "Agriculture in North Maharashtra: Yesterday, Today, and Tomorrow" 

2. "Amritmahotsav Year and Development of North Maharashtra" 

3. "Changing Educational Reality and North Maharashtra." 

The competition was judged by Prof. Dr. Madhav Kadam and Prof. Khemraj Patil, both experts 

in rhetoric. On October 1st, Dadasaheb Patil himself presented awards to the top five winners 

during a special event. 

Evidence of Success: 

 After the competition, some of the concerns raised by contestants, particularly related to 

agriculture, development, and education, were addressed by Dadasaheb Abhijit Patil. 

This included efforts to improve road conditions and address agricultural issues. 

 Following discussions on agriculture, a "Banana Papaya Fruit Producers Gardening 

Farmers Association" was established, which helps farmers achieve guaranteed prices for 

their produce. This initiative was partly inspired by the topics discussed during the 

competition. 

 The platform enabled youth to voice their concerns, which led to tangible actions and 

solutions in the region. 

Problems Encountered and Resources Required: 

 The culture of reading and preparing for scholarly rhetoric appears to be declining among 

the younger generation. Many participants lacked depth in their research, which affected 

the overall quality of the speeches. 

 To address this, we aim to enhance reading habits and research skills in students, 

incorporating workshops and seminars in future editions of the competition. 

 Although the second year of the competition was a success, our goal is to expand this 

initiative to the state level, requiring additional resources and partnerships to ensure 

broader participation and a greater impact.

2. Objectives of the Practice:

3. The Context: 

On March 20, 2023, the Department of Chemistry organized the Chemistry Talent Exam 

(CTE-2022/2023) in celebration of Science Day. The exam aimed to promote student 

involvement in chemistry, targeting both undergraduate (UG) and postgraduate (PG) students. 

Given the rise of online education, the exam was conducted in an online format to ensure 

accessibility and flexibility for all participants. 

4. The Practice: 

 Open Participation: The exam was open to all UG and PG students, resulting in 101 

registrations and 95 participants. 

 Online Format: Conducted online, the exam began at 12:30 PM and lasted for one hour, 

providing a convenient option for students. 

 Evaluation by Faculty: Senior faculty members evaluated the online answers, ensuring 

fair and reliable assessment, with results announced promptly the next day. 

 Recognition and Awards: Top-performing students received cash prizes and certificates 

of merit, fostering motivation and encouraging a competitive spirit. 

 Dedicated Coordination: Coordinators Asst. Prof. Irfankhan R. Pathan (UG) and Asst. 

Prof. Lalita A. Patil (PG) managed the exam logistics and addressed participant inquiries 

effectively. 

5. Evidence of Success: 

 High participation rate with 95 out of 101 registered students taking the exam.
